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CED is moving decisively in the post-Internet system of information. Earlier episodes, trends,
analysis, policy, implementation, action, alternatives on contemporary issues were only
available in newspapers/magazines, hence CED’s clippings system. Now all thisis available
in the form of websites- officials/alternative, blogs, emails, tweets and so on. Also these can
be accessed in much more sophisticated ways than ever before. Increasingly so.

S0, CED seesthat itsjob is now to do the reverse: to make sense of the surfeit of information.
But this cannot be done, across the topics. The need is to specialise on fewer issues and

CED’ s outputs on those that are passionately felt about and that there is some kind of view
and expertise. Thisis part of process of CED’ s resolution to "reinvent”, as a more specialist,
purposive, focussed, something that has been thought through, more dialogic, networked,
user related, needs contribution, user contributed.

Summary of Activities

CED’s activities have been the Information Hub of Documentation in two reference centres
at Mumbai and Bangal ore and on-line and offline databases. Besides bringing out educational
information packages, the two centres have hosted meetings/workshops. These have been
focused on the three main areas of Climate Change, Civil Society Concerns, Alternatives.
The Bangalore premise has an archive of non-book material collected and documented for the
last 35 years on contemporary iSsues.

Summary of Projects

INECC (Indian Network for Ethicsin Climate Change): CED is along standing member of
INECC. Under this project CED has taken up a pilot study of vulnerability of urban
marginalized communitiesin three locations of Bangalore; published a series of booklets,
slides, webpages for Climate Education in local languages; creating awareness with youth
and CSOs through workshops; is providing technical maintenance and content support for
INECC website.

KI1CS (Knowledgein Civil Society): CED besides playing an active role in the forum,
maintains KICS website. CED produced a video based on Rajni Bakshi’ stalk on * Civil
Society in the Marketplace of Social Business'. Two sharing sessions on Social
Entrepreneurship were held during this period.

CED provided documentation services to Centre for Budget and Policy Studies(CBPS),
Bangalore and installed its Eldoc package at CBPS.

CED as part of its effort to re-define itself in the Internet age, has started working on specific
focus areas, and integrating its documentation and information collection efforts with the
downstream work that needs to be done on each of these issues through networking and
collaborating with other actorsin civil society.

Focus Areas

Climate Change

For the last few years CED has been closely documenting the issue of climate change. While
Climate change is agloba phenomenon, the impacts, the vulnerabilities felt by the
marginalised communitiesin different eco-regions at the local level needs to be studied. So
the focus here is on livelihoods, natural resources, habitat - both rural & urban and
adaptation. Water, energy, health, forests, transport, urbanisation and other infrastructure are
also closely followed.

CED has been part of the larger network INECC (Indian Network on Ethics and Climate
Change). INECC isanational network comprising of individuals and organisation
representatives interested in the climate issue from a micro-macro perspective. It connects the
issues of climate change to larger sustainable development and social justice concerns. In this
context INECC perceives policy changes in favour of communities who are most impacted
by the climate crisis.

New Economics

New Economicsis apart of CED’s on-going exploration of the meaning and practice of
Structural Transformation. The thinking in the ‘New Economics' stream is an important
aspect of the global quest for systems that are socially just and ecologically sound.

While we continue to emphasi se of theoretical positions relating to money, localisation,
equity, aspects, we focus on those efforts which start with a social objective which mainly are
NGOs, and Campaign organisations forced to go into business, rather than about some
software, or technology which people think will make the changes. Though these are more
numerous today, there is a substantial amount of Entrepreneurial effort coming from the
activists.

Thereisvery little thinking on the politics, except at the basic level of saying whereisthe
community or what about the community or general equity issues. So what we need to learn
hereisthat a) we need to delve deeper into how NGO and such entreprise programmes can
be the nucleus of the alternative new democratic economy (New Economics — viewed from
standard NGO eyes), b) document, research and encourage those efforts like CREAM who
aretraining at the local level and c) CED would like to seeitsrole as providing content,
documentation, reference support for creating information sources, and education and
reference material for such course.
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Civil Society

Alternative Institutions & Development, Just Urbanism, Governance. These themes include
society and change, gender and society, communalism, governance, food and agriculture,
disasters, ecology and environment, human rights, health, children, media, urban issues,
development and social change, survival and livelihood, civil society, alternatives in action.

Particularly issues of knowledge, information, science and technology relating to
intermediary livelihoods & markets with a focus on localisation and diversity. In this work,
we are closely engaged with Knowledge in Civil Society (KICS).

Physical Documentation:

CED's physical documentation has been marked by its unique and consistent collection of
Clippings and non book materials. These are organised into issue areas rather than academic
categories, which makes them popular with the non-academic information seeker including
students, content writers for internet, films.

However given the good coverage of most issue on websites and access provided by Search
engines, the emphasis has been more selective. For most of the year we scanned 11
newspapers, 14 magazines, 39 journals and 21 newsletters.

In the major review, we assessed that the selection can be done more judiciously and
processing over and above the storage system if we have a shorter list of publications to scan.

From 1st March 2012 onwards we have reduced the subscriptions of newspapers, magazines,
journals and newsletters. Some of the newspapers like Indian Express, Economic Times,
Hindu, Mint and Magazines like Frontline, Outlook, Tehalka, Down to Earth, Terragreen and
journals like EPW we follow.

In the year 2011-12, we have added 51 books, 40 reports and 2 videos to our collection.
Also, Darryle D'Monte and Rajni Bakshi donated books which have been added to our
library.

Electronic Documentation

With the growth of Internet, CED has had to re-orient its el ectronic documentation
programme, in order to take advantage and leverage from information available through
search engines, while till ensuring that critical devel opment information from the
perspective of the marginalised and equity, justice and environment are relived. During the
year we have been devel oping systems to give more anaytical information in the references
and database such that users are able to find relevant material more easily in our website.
This had been done with a view to provide more focused information, as part of CED’s new
information strategy.

CED's documentation is also available in electronic form. To provide easy accessibility we
have built up the following database, which are used to search the databases and retrieve the
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full documents both online and offline, in physical and in electronic form.

a) Electronic Documentation System (ELDOC): Thisis a database of electronic documents
selectively sourced from different development sites. And this database also has documents
from our more than 30 year old archives. This database has over 136400 records and can be
accessed through our website.

b) Master Catalogue System (MCS): It is the database containing index of all the books,
reports, journals articles films etc. available at CED. This has 44,000 records. This database
ison line and the visitors to our website (www.doccentre.net) can access these. Users can do
field based search and make bibliographies, aswell as ask for the books, AV materials and
articles.

¢) Under DOCSWEB, we have organised a set of interconnected hyper linked documents on
different themes.

Besides these, we generate content input to the various websites that CED manages and
generates content for, these websites are:

CED website (http://doccentre.net): The website has an online searchable database of about 2
lakh records which includes the catalogue of books, reports, journals and electronic
documents. Apart from these, we have also put the reports of various studies, the information
outputs, PPTs and links to other networks. The website is used by members (with aloginid
and password) and aso non-members.

Knowledge in Civil Society Website (http://kicsforum.net): CED provides both technical and
content updating for this website. The main content of this website are the various KICS
documents, workshop reports and other KICS activities.

SETDEV Website (http://sntdev.kicsforum.net): Thisis a separate website on Science and
Technology islinked from KICS website. KICS was one of the lead partnersin athree-year
(2008-11) project “ Science, Ethics and Technological Responsibility in Developing and
Emerging Countries” (SET DEV), which was undertaken in order to support research
systems and to encourage a socialization of scientific and technological research in India and
Kenya. Thiswebsiteisarepository on Science and Technology for society.

Climate Change Website (http://inecc.net): CED being a part of the INECC network designed
and maintains this website. This website has the documentation, publications, films, study
reports, PPTs etc. that INECC and its partners undertake.

The study was deemed to be at three levels—a
family level, a neighbourhood level and with
certain specific occupational groups who
directly or indirectly impact the global climate
change phenomenon. The questionnaires were
based on the outcomes that were previously
enumerated through a brainstorming with the
team and revised a number of times. The
research design, Enumeration of the outcomes
was put into place for the vulnerability study.

The study is drawn from the primary data that
was collected at the individual, household

level and neighbourhood level, aong with a
survey of secondary sources. Secondary data
is sourced from the following sources — Slum
Clearance Board, Slum Jagatthu, APSA,
Janasahayog, India Water Portal, 11Sc, CIVIC,
Institute for Social and Economic Change,
Environment Support Group (ESG) and CED's
documentation.

A stakeholder meeting was held in the last week of May 2011 to re-validate the findings from
the vulnerability study. This meeting had representatives from the study areas and members
of pro-active organizations working in the area of poverty alleviation and environmental

degradation.

The aim of the study was not so much to determine the extent of the vulnerability but to
understand the nature of it. While we were not able to separate the vulnerability to climate
change from other intertwining vulnerabilities, it meant that we could explore the
interlocking issues and learn about areas of adaptation that beyond climate change.

Using presentations and
workshops, experienced Wikipedia authors
and editors showed the participants how to
contribute to Wikipedia, and orient the
audience to Wikipedia's structures and
community policies.

While open to all, this WikiAcademy was aimed at introducing Wikipedia's grassroots
practices. There were about 22 participants at the workshop. Pradeep Mohandas, Vikram
Krishna of Mumbal Wikipedia group were the main facilitators at this session.

Power in the Time of Climate Change

The Steering Committee of the National Network on Energy which emerged out of the
Bhubaneshwar Conclave was part of this consultation. Shankar Sharma spoke of the gross
inefficiency and inequality in power distribution. Consumers may not work to conserve or
use energy efficiently in the name of Climate Change. Thus economic leverage has to be built
into the system.
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Shuba Raghavan, CSTEP said it is neither the technology nor the economics, but the
institutional mechanisms that often stall large scale dissemination. Thereis aneed for long
term sustainable working of off-grid applications. T.Pradeep, IsquareD spoke of serious gaps
in the Integrated Energy Policy, asfar asrura energy. There is no mention of improved or
energy-efficient stoves and there is also no mention of chimneys and ventilation in kitchens.
Given that 85 million households use biomass as their primary fuel is a potential savings of
over 500 million t/ce annually. He urged for the need for alooking at the Carbon Neutral
Village as a platform for integrated energy. In the urban context, Hariharan, Eco-BCIL
showed how energy usage can be reduced. BCIL builds top class homes whereit is almost
zero energy dependence where customers save 70% on energy hills. The issue of equity and
justice is seldom spoken of in Energy terms when displacing large populations in the so
called National Interests particular in energy development projects like big dams. Embedded
costs need to be identifies and taken into account. On the other hand, Renewable energy is
being over romanticized. Retro-fitting is also a big challenge.

This meeting was attended by about 21 people.
Vulnerability to Climate change in Urban Areas - a stake holders meeting

As part of the INECC program, CED has done a short-term pilot study that focus on the
vulnerability of the Urban marginalised Communities to climate change. In order to share and
validate the findings from the study, a stakeholder meeting was held on 28th May 2011, at
CED Bangalore, This meeting was attended by the representatives of the study areas and
members of the pro-active organisations working in the area of poverty alleviation and
environmental degradation.

Veena and Hita presented the major findings of the study of mainly three lum areas- K S
Gardens slum, EWS quarters Koramangala and Parappana Agrahara. Thiswas followed by a
discussion on these findings, where Sumi Krishna and Manjulika Vaz pointed out that the
results are not so much quantifications of the occurence or the incidence, but do provide
episodic insights into the issues involved. There were about 16 people in this meeting.
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Durban without Flying: an INECC-CED web meet

The activity “To Durban without Flying” was conceived and implemented by CED during the
COP17, Durban conference, in collaborating with other INECC partners with aview to
enable alow carbon method of local communities of youth and activists engaging with the
International climate negotiations
process at low-cost.

After several experimentations
CED worked out a system using
the free/open source softwares and
video streaming websites to have a
webmeet between INECC
members in Durban and
participantsin India.. One Climate
network allowed usto useits
equipment and bandwidth at
Durban for this event.

In the run up to the event and as an integral part of the activity, afacebook page, and a
module in the INECC website "Durban Links" was made specially to keep an update of
various interesting news and development during the COP.

In al there were three live on-line events, two of which were INECC webmeets where there
were live interaction between INECC members in Durban and participant at CED Bangalore
and CED Mumbai. And the third event was a live compilation of events on the Climate
Action Day on 3rd December, 2011.

D at Ashoka Trust
for Research in Ecology and the Environment (ATREE), Bangalore on 14 September 2011.

Climate Change, Technology & Design: Challenges for Y outh
Prof. T.Jayaraman, Professor and Dean, Centre for Science, Technology and Society, School

of Habitat Studies, TISS, addressed youth at the Shristi School of Design, Y elahanka,
Bangalore, March 30, 2012.
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Prof. Jayaraman explained to the students that Climate Change is not to be confused with the
Ozone layer. That certain amount of carbon-di-oxide is essential for life on earth. There are
certain limitsto it, not just for the atmosphere but the earth as awhole. If thislimit exceedsit
would do damage to floraand fauna, agriculture etc., and lead to consequences that are
undesirable.

Technology & Design: Using the example of the popular kerosene pump stoves, they are
dangerous, but still people prefer to use it. There is a better option made available by Indian
QOil, both in terms of looks and easy use with a good blue flame, people still prefer to use the
pump stoves. Thisis an areawhere design & technology plays a major role. He said that we
can somehow dictate the way technology evolves. Looking at the history of patents, the
history of design, not just the successful ones, not the ones that have made it to the market but
the ideas that have ideated and made become economically viable.

Chairing this session Walter Mendoza said that Climate Change is increasingly being
recognized as a devel opment issue for many reasons. From amacro perspective it questions
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the fossil fuel based development model that the world has been pursuing since the industrial
revolution. This current development model is threatening the earth’ s sustainability and could
have irreparable consequences. From a micro perspective the impacts of climate change
affects those that are most vulnerable: the marginalized majority of the world.

Durban Disaster - where do we go from here?
What are the implications for future negotiations? and, for domestic policy and action?

Thiswas a sharing session with
Dr.T.Jayaraman, Dean of the
School of Habitat Studies and
Chairperson of the Centre for
Science, Technology and Society,
Tata Institute of Social Sciences
and aformer member of the
Indian negotiation team at the
COPs on March 30, 2012. The
session was attended by CSOs in
Bangalore.

L 4 Prof Jayaraman stressed the need
for Indiato proactively help lead the way to an early global climate agreement ensuring that it
isafair and equitable deal. We need to push India from atotal intransition to something more
positive, that has a more positive message, that we are serious about climate change. Given
the vulnerability of the majority of its 1.2 billion population, an early climate agreement is as
much in Indiasinterest. Indiawill eventually have to undertake commitment - afair and
equitable agreement.

A VPN based CLOUD system and storage was implemented, which provides
ANYWHERE/ANY TIME access to our files’”document on a common workshare/storage
gpace. This enables us to access these from both Bombay and Bangalore CED and also from
anywhere else. Apart from that, this system also helps to reduce the cost of maintenance and
the administrative cost.

Implementation of awiki based Knowledge management/communication system again saves
us time and also helped us to improve our document/notes sharing system, day to day
Mumbai-Bangal ore communication etc.. This along with the Cloud based system and

SKY PE, has the potential to allow anyone to access our files and documents and thereby
contributing to our documentation system remotely.
